McGuire hosts one of five Polytrauma units in VA and is also a national referral center for heart and liver transplants and spinal cord injuries and disorders.  Additionally, the medical center has also been designated as an Epilepsy Center of Excellence and is home to the Parkinson’s Disease Research Education and Clinical Care Center. 
The Medical center is affiliated with Virginia Commonwealth University School of Medicine and partners with the Department of Defense on initiatives focused on enhancing women’s health.
